Dialysis involves many different health care practitioners and allied health professionals to help 
support you. Your dialysis care team may include:

•	 Nephrologist: Manages your overall kidney health and plans treatment, medicine and dialysis schedule. 

•	 Nurse Practitioner (NP)/Physician Assistant (PA): Works closely with your nephrologist to manage your 
kidney health and can make changes to your prescription medicines.  

•	 Nurse: A specialized Registered Nurse (RN) who works closely with your dialysis care team to administer 
your dialysis treatments, monitor during dialysis sessions, and educate you about your condition and 
treatment. 

•	 Social Worker: Supports you and your caregivers to learn how to cope with kidney disease, adjusting to the 
changes that come with dialysis, learn about transplant, find community resources for financial assistance, 
transportation, home health services, nutrition, and more.  

•	 Dialysis Technician: Operates and monitors the dialysis machine and equipment under a nurse’s supervision. 

•	 Renal Dietitian: A specialized nutrition expert who provides an individualized plan to help you navigate what 
to eat and drink to manage your health conditions when you are on dialysis.
